The landscape features rolling hills and meadows for some challenging cross country gallops, wooded cover for interesting terrain changes and the well known stone foundation, which rounds out the spectacular cross-country course.  There is also plenty of flat terrain, perfect for dressage and stadium jumping, which also provides plenty of space for the vendors, kids corner and spectator parking.

Not only does the Plantation Field International Horse Trials offer exciting equestrian sport, it is also a fun day out for the whole family. With Kids’ Korner activities, a trade fair with shops and food, a sponsor tent for entertaining, the parade of Mr. Stewart’s Cheshire Fox Hounds and the ever-popular celebrity bareback puissance class, there is something for everyone.

This year the Kids Korner has been enlarged so the youngsters can participate in a variety of entertaining activities, such as face painting, a clown show & on Sunday, the Philadelphia Zoo will be present with their “Zoo on Wheels”.
